Guardianship

desperate case. Typically a group home or nursing home resident age 60 or older, this client may require a court-appointed Guardian
to advocate for his or her interests, make health care decisions, and provide the comfort of human contact. Guardianship is a legally
defined process. While it may pertain to the individual, the estate, or both, CASS's program is solely involved in the care and
management of the person. GAP recruits and trains guardians for this compassionate task, providing legal and social services support.
CASS also holds quarterly training sessions to monitor program quality and assure dignity in the face of decline. Guardianship services
are available in Hamilton County only, although volunteers can live outside Hamilton County.
